Probate Process

Information Gathering

When you contact our office following a
loved one's death, we will ask for any
original estate planning documents and
the information we will need for
establishing the probate matter with
the court.

Drafting

Once we have the required information
from you, we will draft the documents
that will be filed with the court. These
include a Petition for Probate, a
Fiduciary Bond, a Limited Power of
Attorney, and an Order Appointing the
Personal Representative. After filing,
the court will set a date for
appointment of the personal
representative.
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Appointment as Personal
Representative

One of our attorneys will appear on your
behalf to have you installed as the
Personal Representative (Administrator
/ Executor) over the Estate. The Court
will issue an Order you will use to prove
your qualification as Personal
Representative.

STEP ﬁ
04 Gather Assets

As Personal Representative you will
then gather the decedent's assets in the
estate. After a minimum of 6 months,
claims against the estate can be
evaluated and paid.

Closing

Once the proper claims have been
paid, remaining assets can be
distributed to the appropriate
beneficiaries. A final settlement can
then be filed with the court and the
probate matter will be closed.
